out of it and do what is right for the City. 

---Councilman Meeks – Announced that the decision for selection of 

fire chief was very hard decision to make, there were four very 

good candidates, and looking forward to working with the future 

Chief.  Reminded everyone garbage pick-up for Monday would be on 

Wednesday due to Monday being a holiday. 

---Councilman Paramore – Congratulated Buford Stephens on the fire 

chief position, echoing Councilman Dunn that the decision was a 

difficult one.  Wished everyone a happy 2016.  Reminded everyone 

that Monday is a holiday, and garbage would be picked up on 

Wednesday.   

---Councilwoman Henderson – Wished everyone a happy new year.  

Thanked everyone for attending the meeting.  Congratulated the new 

fire chief.  Announced she does not think the appointment for the 

new fire chief is right, fair, or just; feels an injustice has 

been done.  Encouraged people to use Monday, not as a day off, but 

a day to register people to vote.  Announced it is 49 days before 

the March 1 primary.  Encouraged everyone to go vote and to take 

someone with them.  Announced that it is approximately 200 days 

until the City election and encouraged everyone to vote in that 

election.
